Applicants should have access to basic photo and video editing software or apps, 

which may include mobile applications like CapCut or InShot, or desktop software such as 

Canva, Lightroom, or iMovie. Photographers must have a reliable method for transferring 

and backing up photos and videos daily through cloud storage, external drives, or direct 

transfer methods.
